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In Math’s we will be going back to basics and getting to grasps with pace value.


From ordering numbers to being able to add on 10, 100 and 1000!


Once the foundations have been solidified then we will move to addition and subtraction.














This half term we will be focusing on the text: Oliver Twist. We will be looking at all the different characters and creating profiles about the way that they appear and also what their personalities are like. We will also be exploring the different settings that are in the books from orphanages to workhouses to the streets of Victorian England.


This will then allow us to be able to create our own story where we slip into the past and have to battle obstacles to return home safely!








Science will be based around the topic of inheritance and evolution. Looking at where we get our genetic features from and how in the future we can use this information to create animals to support our world.








In PSHE and SEAL time, we will be taught by Mrs Brown who will be looking at ways that we can keep our minds and bodies healthy and safe.


We will also be having fortnightly visits from Peggy to support this!








In art we are going to be looking at the colour wheel and learning to mix colours with increasing accuracy. This will lead to us creating pictures using a range of colour spectrums





Through our PE lessons we are going to be developing our skills of team work through a variety of different games and challenges.





We will also be doing our Wednesday swimming sessions, gaining our confidence.
