This half term, we will explore place value and the number system. We’ll learn the importance of each digit in multi-digit numbers, practise estimating and rounding, and develop problem-solving skills with numbers up to 10,000.

From Smoke to Solar!





Week 1: Scarecrows�We will explore the history and purpose of scarecrows in farming and use our creativity to design and build a class scarecrow.


Week 2: Harvest Festival�We will learn what the Harvest Festival is, why people celebrate it, and how it connects to traditions and the wider economy.








This term, we will focus on the Victorian era. We will learn about Queen Victoria and create a timeline of key events. Using source materials, we will explore what life was like for different people during this time. We will also look at the Industrial Revolution and investigate some of the important inventions that changed the world.





This term, we will be exploring the four elements: fire, water, air, and earth. We will spend two weeks on each element, investigating their properties and effects. Working as scientists, we will conduct experiments linked to each element, observing, predicting, and recording our results to develop a deeper understanding of the natural world.





This term, we will take inspiration from nature and the environment in a range of creative projects. We will explore colour, texture, and collage using both natural and recycled materials. Through printmaking, drawing, and painting, we will develop skills in line, shape, pattern, and form. We will also design posters to share messages about protecting the planet and finish by creating a collaborative artwork called Our Dream Green World.








We will start the term by focusing on SPaG (spelling, punctuation, and grammar) to strengthen the foundation of our writing skills. After this, we will explore how to write detailed setting and character descriptions, using imagination and precise language to bring our stories to life. In weeks 6–8, we will develop our story writing further by learning how to include flashbacks, helping us create more engaging and structured narratives.
